Statement for Conservation of Crown Lands

The following groups do not want government to g@er long-standing conservation
measures on Crown land to provide a temporary asaén wood supply for the forest
industry. Additional wood sought by the industande readily supplied by the private
woodlot owners of the province.

New Brunswick's forest conservation measures amsidered by our own wildlife
biologists and forest ecologists to be the baramum needed to avoid local animal and
plant extinctions. Any reduction from the statu® gvould be unacceptable, and not
sustainable.

DNR foresters have calculated that a 10% redudtiginnual Allowable Cut (AAC) is
required to maintain a sustainable wood supply tihéofuture. The previous government
was prepared to sacrifice long-standing wildlifditeat and conservation measures to
limit the reduction in AAC to 5% for the next fiyears. This is unacceptable to the
signatories.

Based upon information released by the Private §drakk force in early February,
private woodlots clearly are producing enough wtmsdupply an increased demand. The
undersigned groups are asking the Minister of N&fteesources Bruce Northrup to
support the conservation of our rivers, our wiklliind our forest ecosystems by refusing
to weaken the existing standards, and encouragestirydto increase their purchases of
wood from New Brunswick's private woodlot owners.
